reading as follows:

§1

1. Under this Contract the School guarantees to the Student the possibility of education at the Faculty of ........................................

Specialization: ...............................................................................

in the course of first degree studies, second degree studies, uniform master’s program*
2. The studies are run in Polish language.

3. The schedule and the curriculum developed for the studies shall determine the conditions 
of education that the School shall be obliged to guarantee to the Student, in particular 
the list of courses and the number of hours of planned classes.

§2

1. The Student shall be obliged to present the following documents at School:

· the visa or permanent residence card, or another document authorizing the Student to stay on the territory of Poland;

· official medical certificate confirming a good state of health and an absence 
of contraindications against the education in a given specialization and form of studies;

· insurance policy against illness or accident for the period of education in Poland, 
or the European Health Insurance Card, or a commitment to take out an insurance 
with the National Health Fund immediately after the beginning of studies. 

2. The Student shall meet the Student’s obligations in accordance with the sworn oath, 
the School’s Statute, the Rules of the Studies, the schedule and the curriculum of the studies.

3. The Student declares as follows:

· the Student has completed one-year course preparing for education in Polish language 
in units specified by the Minister of Higher Education, or

· the Student has a certificate confirming the Student’s command of Polish language, 
issued by the State Board for the Confirmation of the Command of Polish Language 
as a Foreign Language, or
· the School confirms that the Student’s preparation and the level of command of Polish language allow to study in Polish language.

4. If the Student provides certificates, diplomas, or other documents awarded abroad that require nostrification, the Student shall be obliged to submit a certificate confirming their equivalence with relevant Polish certificates not later than by the end of the first semester of the studies.

§3

1. The Student shall study under the terms of foreign currency payment.

2. The Contract shall be made for the duration of the studies.
3. The Student may terminate the Contract at any time submitting a written resignation 
from the studies.

4. The Student shall undertake the training under the terms of foreign currency payment.

5. The foreign currency payment to be made by the Student for the academic year of 201.../ 201... shall be € (Euro) ....................., increased by the costs of bank transfer,

say: € (Euro) ..................................................................................

The payments are to be made in € (Euro) or PLN (Polish zloty) according to the average rate of exchange of Euro of the National Bank of Poland binding on the date of payment. 
The payment shall not cover the costs of board or lodging.

6. The Student shall cover the costs connected with charges of foreign and Polish banks.
7. The Student shall be obliged to make payments specified in point 2 and point 3 
in two installments: for winter semester by 15th  November, and for summer semester by 28th February at the very latest, for each academic year.

8. In case the payment deadline specified in point 4 has not been kept, the School shall calculate statutory interest.

9. If the payment specified in point 2 has been delayed for more than 3 months (after the date specified in point 4), the Student shall be deleted from the list of students.

10. In special and justified cases the time limit for the payment may be prolonged by the Dean 
of the Faculty up to 6 months, subject to point 8.

11. If the Student starts the realization of practical works, the payment shall be made 14 days before shooting at the very latest.

12. The Student shall make the payments to the School’s bank account number: .............................................................................

13. The payments for the education shall be non-returnable, except payments for the periods when the Student has not been studying, if the Student has been granted a leave, 
or has given up education due to health reasons confirmed with medical certificate, 
or in other important justified circumstances.

§4

1. Detailed terms and conditions of the studies as well as benefits to which the Student 
shall be entitled are provided for in the order of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 12th October 2006 on the enrolment on and the completion of studies and training courses by foreigners and their participation in scientific research and development works (Journal 
of Law, 2006, No. 190, item 1406).

2. The Student declares that the Student has got acquainted with the above regulations.

§5

During the paid studies at the Faculty of ........................... the School shall guarantee 
to the Student the realization of practical works covered by the curriculum, 
within the production and financial limit planned for a given work and a given year of studies, and the Student shall observe production and financial limits planned for these works.
§6

1. If the Student exceeds the financial limit planned for a given practical work, the Student 
shall pay any amount due for that.
2. The Student may make any cash or non-cash contribution to the realization of practical works covered by the curriculum with the knowledge and consent of the Dean.
§7

1. Any copyrights and derivative rights to practical audiovisual works made in any audiovisual format and realized by the Student within the framework of his practical works provided for 
by the curriculum shall belong to the School as their producer, with the observance 
of the Student’s personal rights to the finished work.
2. In particular, the School shall have the right to make copies, use the practical audiovisual work for commercial purposes in all operation technologies, in any formats, and with the use 
of any technical means, and use film and television materials for advertising or promotional purposes.

§8
The original film negative and the original version format and working copies shall be 
the property of the School and shall be archived at the School. 

§9
1. The Student shall have the right to unpaid and non-commercial presentation of the practical audiovisual work, at the Student’s cost, for professional, promotional, and advertising purposes, as well as at festivals and competitions; and the right to individual cash, non-cash and honorary awards for the author of the film/TV performance.

2. The right to awards for the practical audiovisual work shall be vested in the School 
as the producer.

§10
With the consent of the Dean of the Faculty the Student shall have the right to make copies 
of the Student’s practical audiovisual work in the format submitted by the Student.

§11
1. The Student shall take proper care of the equipment and materials entrusted to the Student for the realization of practical audiovisual works. If the entrusted equipment or material 
has been destroyed, damaged or lost, the Student shall be obliged to repair any damage caused by the event, except damage covered by the Insurance Company.

2. If the practical works have been realized on the Student’s own shooting materials 
and with the use of the Student’s own shooting equipment, the Student shall incur any costs connected with the repetition of shooting or laboratory processing, caused by the poor quality of the equipment and materials used at the Student’s own risk.

§12
1. To all matters not regulated by this Contract the following regulations shall apply: the Higher Education Law of 27th July 2005 (Journal of Law, 2005, No.164, item 1365, as amended), 
the copyright and derivative rights law of 4th February 1994 (Journal of Law, 2006, No. 90, item 631, as amended), and regulations specified in §3 point 1 of the Contract.
2. The School’s Statute, the Rules of the Studies, the schedule and the curriculum of the studies developed for the needs of the studies shall make an integral part of the Contract.

§13
1. The Contract has been made in 4 identical copies, one for the Student and three 
for the School.

2. To the request of the Student the School shall authenticate the English version 
of this Contract delivered by the Student.
