Order  No. 16/2011

of 1 July 2011 

on tuition fees for educational services provided to foreign students 
in the academic year 2011/2012.

Pursuant to

· § 50 of the Statute of the National Film, Television and  Theatre School approved by the Senate Meeting on 22 June 2006;
In conjunction with:

· Article 43.1 of the Higher Education Act of 27 July 2005 (Journal of Laws of 2005 No. 164 Item 1365 
as amended);
· Ordinance of the Minister of Science and Higher Education dated 12 October 2006 on commencing 
and pursuing studies and trainings by foreigners and their participation in scientific research 
and development projects;

· § 100 clauses 1,2, 3 Statute of the National Film, Television and Theatre School approved by the Senate Meeting on 22 June 2006,
it is hereby ordered as follows:

§ 1

1. Persons not being Polish citizens, hereinafter referred to as “Foreigners” who are provided education under the rules other than applicable to Polish citizens and enrolled in excess 
of the maximum number of students determined by the Rector shall make the payments 
of tuition fees.  
2. An annual tuition fee as referred to under clause 1 applicable to students enrolled on any 
of the following full-time programmes shall be the equivalent value of the following:

a) EUR 6,000 -  Master’s Degree programme at the Acting Department; 

b) EUR 10,000 – consolidated Master’s Degree programme at the Cinematography 
and Television Production Department; 

c) EUR 6,000 – consolidated Master’s Degree programme at the Photography Department;

d) EUR 10,000 – Bachelor’s Degree (first-degree) programme at the Directing Department;
e) EUR 11,000 – supplementary Master’s Degree (second-degree) programme for students who completed the Bachelor’s Degree programme at the Directing Department of the National Film, Television and  Theatre School;
f) EUR 13,000 – supplementary Master’s Degree (second-degree) programme for new students other than graduates of this school who hold the Bachelor’s Degree, enrolled 
on the programme at the Directing Department of the National Film, Television and Theatre School;
g) EUR 6,000 – Bachelor’s Degree programme in Film Editing;

h) EUR 6,000 – consolidated Master’s Degree programme in Animation and Special Effects;

i) EUR 4,000 – Bachelor’s, Master’s and postgraduate programmes at the Department of Film Art Management and Production;

j) EUR 4,000 – student practical placements and internships;
k) EUR 2,000 – a language course including a preparatory course in the Polish language;
3.  Foreign students of Polish descent commencing the studies against payment shall get a 30% on fees as referred to under clause 1.
§ 2

Tuition fees shall be paid by Foreigners enrolled on the above programmes in EUR or PLN according to an average exchange rate for EUR to PLN announced by the National Bank of Poland 
as at the date of payment.

§ 3

1. Tuition fees shall be paid by students enrolled on the above programmes in advance 
for the whole academic year prior to the date of commencing the studies. 
2. Statutory interest for default in payment shall be charged on any payments made 
after the due date.
3. Should a student be in default in payment for a period longer than three months, 
the student shall be struck off from the School rolls.
§ 4

The tuition payment conditions shall be stipulated in the agreement made in writing between 
the School and a Foreigner. The agreement shall be concluded for the whole period of education. 
                                                                        
  § 5

1. Tuition fees shall be refundable in the case of student’s absence form regular course sessions, if a student is on leave approved by the school authorities or withdraws from studies due to medical reasons confirmed by a medical certificate or any other important reasons caused by acts of God.
2. If the financial standing of a Foreigner is difficult, the head of a structural unit providing 
a programme may reduce a tuition fee referred to under §1.2 of this Order where requested 
to do so by the Foreigner concerned.

3. Under any reasonable circumstances the head of a structural unit providing the programme may extend the term of payment or give consent to make payments in instalments 
per semester of the programme.
§ 6

Any Foreigners enrolled on respective programmes prior to the effective date of this Order shall make the payments of tuition fees in accordance with the terms and conditions in force prior to the date 
of this order to the date of completion of the programme.  
§ 7

 This order shall be effective from 1 October 2011.
